This moderators’ interpretation covers the following unit standards: 
 
29765 – Remove non-friable asbestos – Level 4 – Versions 1 and 2 
29766 – Remove friable asbestos – Level 4 – Versions 1 and 2 
29767 – Supervise asbestos removal – Level 5 – Versions 1 and 2 
 

Issue: 

This Moderator’s Interpretation resolves two errors made in version 1, 
published on 16 February 2023: 
 

1) In unit standard 29766, reference to the wrong Australian Training 
Standard. 

2) Non-inclusion of unit standard 29767. 
 
Guidance Information 1 in the current version of unit standard 29765 refers 
to Australian Training Standard CPCCDE3014A. 
 
Guidance Information 1 in the current version of unit standard 29766 refers 
to Australian Training Standard CPCCDE3015A. 
 
Guidance Information 1 in the current version of unit standard 29767 refers 
to Australian Training Standard CPCCBC4051A. 
 
The Australian Training Standards referred to in unit standards 29765, 
29766, and 29767 have been superseded. Therefore, the equivalencies to 
Australian Training Standards noted in these New Zealand Unit Standards 
are no longer applicable. 

Interpretation: 
While the information referenced in the standard presently in the Guidance 
Information can be utilised as a resource, it is no longer applicable as a 
measure of equivalence from the effective date. 

Action Required: 

Statements in guidance information relating to equivalence of Australian 
Training Standard CPCCDE3014A, CPCCDE3015A, and CPCCBC4051A are no 
longer applicable. 
 
After the effective date, learners will need to enter training to complete the 
New Zealand unit standards. 
 
There is no retrospective action on those who completed training via 
CPCCDE3014A, CPCCDE3015A, or CPCCBC4051A on or before the effective 
date. 

Status EFFECTIVE 20 February 2023. 

Resolution: 
New Zealand unit standards are currently under review to remove mention 
of Australian Training Standards.
